Represented by the College of Applied and Health
Sciences, A" Sharqiya University has celebrated
the “Earth Day”, which falls on the 22 of April of
each year. The celebration included the distribu-
tion of posters about the importance of preserving
the planet of earth and a lecture on global warm-
ing and its effects presented by Professor Arwa
Al Rashdi, a physics lecturer at the College of Ap-
plied and Health Sciences. Professor Arwa talked
about the increase in the average temperature of
earth and the risk of this continuing increase and
its expected effects on the world in general and
on Oman in particular, especially in the light of the
shortage of rain. She also discussed the affected
marine and fish wealth after discovering the larg-
est dead area in the Gulf of Oman and the Arabian

Sea, which caused an acute shortage of oxygen
and rapid and increasing death of coral reefs. In
her lecture, Al Rashdi also discussed the appro-
priate ways to preserve the planet and reduce
the impact of global warming in the coming
years. The lecture was attended by a number
of academic staff and university students.

The Academic Advising Centre Organizes a Series of Introductory Workshops on the Study Plan
and its Importance for the University Students

The Academic Advising Centre has organized a
series of virtual workshops on Microsoft Teams
platform entitled “My Study Plan and how to Grad-
uate on Time” presented by Ms. Nasrin Al Hajri,
Director of the Academic Advising Center at the
University.

These services include deliver-
ing additional lectures on subjects proposed by
the faculties and the foundation program stu-
dents under the name of the “Student Teacher”
program, providing advice and assistance to stu-
dents as per their requests concerning their fields
of study, preparing simulating publications, and
providing workshops that raise the students’ mo-
tivation to learn and providing courses and work-
shops to develop the students’ academic skills
in addition to remedial classes for the students
under academic probation. Furthermore, Ms. Nis-

reen stressed on the importance of the academic
advisor and his role in guiding the students during
their studies, giving them advice on issues related
to their academic life, approving the courses the
students want to register for on a quarterly basis,
directing the students to choose the appropriate
courses for their study plans and providing the re-
quired advice and guidance to the students when
facing difficulties and challenges in their studies.
It is worth mentioning that these workshops
aim to familiarize the students with the im-
portance of the study plan, how to read it, fall
and spring courses, and the importance of fol-
lowing the study plan to graduate on time.

A workshop Entitled Environmental Engineering and
Development in North Al Sharqiyah Governorate

A workshop entitled Environmental Engineering and
Development was organized by North Al Shargiyah
Governorate, in cooperation with A" Shargiyah Uni-
versity.
