Dr. Khaled Al Mishrafi, Assistant Professor of Math-
ematics at the College of Applied and Health Scienc-
es, has participated at an international conference
titled “Trends and Innovations in Management, En-
gineering and Science”, which was held at Zayed
University in the Emirate of Dubai in the UAE from
19 to 22 December 22. Dr. Khaled's participation
was by a research paper titled “A Proposed Scientif-
ic Conceptualization of Mathematical Modelling in
Population Growth”. The research also discussed
one of the important applications of mathematics in
daily real life, where it presented a proposed math-
ematical modelling in biology by showing how
mathematical equations are derived for the growth
or vanish of microbial groups.

The Student Support Fund at The University Holds its First Meeting for the Academic Year 2022/2023

The Board of Directors of the Student Support Fund
at the university held its first meeting for this year at
the university’'s office in Muscat. The meeting was
headed by Mr. Abdullah bin Hamed Al Busaidi, Chair-
man of the Board and the Chairman of the University
Board of Trustees and was attended by the repre-
sentatives of the Board of Trustees, the local com-
munity, and the University management.

During the meeting, the financial report of the Fund
of the previous period was discussed. Also, the 160
cases that were proposed to receive the Fund sup-
port for the first semester of the academic year
2022/2023 were approved. These cases reached
160 and received a total amount of 9995 Omani Ri-
als. Three categories of students are included in the
Fund support which are female students residing in
university hostels, the students who are staying in
external accommodations and the students who
commute daily from their places of residence to the
university. The Board also discussed topics con-
cerned with improving the services provided by the
Fund and supporting the university students who
have difficult financial situations. The most impor-
tant topic discussed was the proposal of establish-
ing the Fund’'s endowment share for the purpose of
supporting the Fund’s resources and contribute to

the permanence and continuation of the Fund in
compatibility with the relevant regulations imple-
mented by the Ministry of Endowments & Religious
Affairs.

It is worth mentioning that the Student Support
Fund was established as an initiative by the Univer-
sity and approved by the Board of Trustees to sup-
port students since 2014/2015. So far, 1958 male
and female students have received support with al-
most 131,152 Omani Riyals. Also, a meeting of the
Executive Committee and the Board of Directors of
the Fund is held quarterly to discuss the cases sub-
mitted to the Fund after being studied and recom-
mended by the Student Counseling Section of the
Student Affairs Department as well as discussing
ways to support the hardship cases of the university
students according to the available resources and
in cooperation with private and local authorities.

The Sports Group Participates in the Sports Tourna-
ment for Higher Education Institutions

The university’s sports group participated in the
tournament organized by the Omani Committee for
University Sports, which was held at Middle East Col-
lege from 17 to 23 December 2022. This participa-
tion was organized in cooperation with the Women'’s
Committee in the Omani Volleyball Association and
included the participation of six other teams from
Higher Education Institutions. Taking part in such
tournaments is highly important as it helps to bur-
nish the sports skills of the university students, get
them out of their study routine, encourage them to
exert more effort, competition, and release their en-
ergies. In addition, these tournaments are among the
extra-curricular activities that are practiced in high-
er education institutions and receive a great turnout
from both male and female students.

Musical Performances and Traditional Arts in the
Activities of “Saba” Music Forum at the University

Represented by the Student Affairs Department, the
university has organized the activities of “Saba”
Musical Forum, which took place in the main hall of
the university campus. The aim of organizing this
