Sciences

The university, represented by the Faculty of Applied and Health Sciences, opened the Hematology Labora-
tory, underthe auspices of Professor Yahya Al-Wahaibi, the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs and Scien-
tific Research, with Dr Saeed Al-Ghunaimi, Dean of Applied and Health Sciences College. The Hematology
Laboratory was established with the latest technologies and equipment needed to coincide with the medi-
callaboratories ‘specializationinthe college. It aims to provide medical laboratory sciences students with a
betterunderstanding of the mostimportant basic and advanced methods and processesthat are appliedin
blood laboratories and blood banks. The laboratory is equipped with Optical microscopy, and other devices
usedtoclarify conductinglaboratory blood tests mechanisms, and provide safety means for students, such
as special disposal of sharp tools containers and other safety tools. Students are trained in the laboratory
todraw blood and detailed steps for carrying out all laboratory blood tests, such as a comprehensive blood
test, preparing and examining blood slides, determining blood groups, and conducting compatibility tests
forblood transfusion. Students are also trained to link the results of laboratory tests and diagnose diseases.

Students were also briefed on the indexing system, various indexes, the verified and published
manuscripts, as well as learning about the civil institutions " efforts in preserving Omani heritage,
indexing private libraries method, and injuries affecting manuscript safety. Students visited the museum
that contains special tools for writing manuscripts. Students were accompanied by Dr Fatima Al-Mukhaini,
and Dr. Hadia Saleh Mashikhi assistant professors of Arabic at the Arts and Humanities College.
