As well as providing fraining
courses and sending veterinary students to the Ma
laysian University Kelantan to study clinical courses
and benefit from educational and practical expe
riences in both institutions, and to expand the stu

in various veterinary fields.

The Ministr of Transport and Communications reviews the Artificial Intelligence
Executive Program with university students

His Excellency Dr. Ali Al-Shaythani, Undersec
retary of the Ministry of Transport, Communica
tions and Information Technology for Commu
nications and Information Technology, held a
meeting with several university students. In this
meeting, HE reviewed the executive program
of artificial inteligence and advanced technol
ogies, the national program policy for the dig
ital economy, the cybersecurity industry devel
opment, and the national digital transformation
plan.

In his speech, HE stated that the digital econo
my is considered an economic system possible
by communications and technologies to reduce
costs, improve operations, grow, and innovate
businesses, and improve services and products
qudality. He referred to banking services, smart
phone applications, artificial intelligence appli
cations, and advanced technologies. He ad
dressed the most important indicators of com
munications and information technology sector
in Oman at the global level and the three pillars
of the digital economy national program: digital
government, business digitization and digital so
ciety. At the same time, he reviewed, the strate
gic direction of the digital economy that seeks to
reach 10% in 2040, to make technology a future
industry and a possible factor for economic sec
tors. He addressed the executive programs with
in the digital economy national Program, which
focuses on digital transformation, e-commerce,
artificial inteligence, advanced technologies,
space, and infrastructure, in addition to cyber
security, technofinance, and the digital industry.
He dalso mentfioned the electronic platform
“Makeen”, which aims to empower more than
10,000 beneficiaries with digital skills by 2025,
through conducting technical camps, granting
mini certificates for advanced digital skills, and
specialized professional qudlification, and sup

porting professional certificates and digital com
petition. Adding in his speech that the Ministry is
working with many startups to develop a group of
fechnical programs and applications, most notably
the "e-Mushrif” application, which was launched in
2016 which connects internet of things technology
(loT) with logistics services in order to provide inno
vative solutfions starting from mobility management.
“Thawani” app. Is also a specialized Omani compa
ny providing smart payment solutions, launched in
2016. In addition to “Onser” which is a startup Omani
company that works, designs and produces porta
ble computers,

launched in 2020, and the O Taxi app., which was
launched in 2018, and it is the first application for
taxi's request in the Sultanate of Oman. HE said that
the ministry's first future priority is cloud computing,
which the world is moving tfowards strongly, in ad
dition to developing the arfificial inteligence new
generation, quantum computing field. As well as the
future work through which we and higher education
institutions in Oman seek to have the proportion of
future jobs/posts undertaken by graduates up fo
41% within the next five years.

At the end of his speech, His Excellency reviewed the
achievements fulfilled in the digital tfransformation in
Oman, most notably the voting system in municipal
council elections for currently, and the Sultanate’s
host of a Local Zon for Amazon Web Services as the
first country in the Middle East and Africa region. In
addition to the delivery of postal parcels service us
ing drones, activities, and development projects in
the space sector. Together with a focus on the “Dig
ital Excellence Badge” initiative, which aims to pro
vide a competitive environment for competence,
creativity and innovation in communications and
information technology field.
