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The university aims through this course to develop the main performance indicators for colleges,
departments, and individuals and to provide participants with practical skills and experiences on
human resources indicators and measurements. [n addition, familiarize participants with the impor-
tance of measuring the types and uses of indicators and how they are measured. As well as identify
the work environment features that support the objective of using these indicators.

Awareness and professional programs and forums at Al Sharqia University

skills and abilities of students and graduates in

sional forums in various fields related to the la-

bor market.

Kahlan Al-Kharousi calls for adherence to values and morals during his
meeting with students at A'Shargiyah University

The Sultan Qaboos Higher Center for Culture
and Science, in cooperation with the A'Sharqi-
yah University, organized a meeting with the
academic, administrative and student staff with
Sheikh Dr. Kahlan Al Khorrousi, Assistant Muf-
ti General of the Sultanate of Oman. He began
his virtue at the beginning of the meeting with
Quranic verses confirming the commitment to
morality: “And verily, you (O Mohammad) are
on an exalted (standard of) character,”” stress-
ing that morals come from religion, principles,
thought, and legislation, and they are a transla-
tion of the process of life.

. He also spoke about the sources and virtues of
morality that are derived from religion and the
inspiration of the Holy Qur’an, which is keen to
adhere to morals and not hide and be content
with them, giving an example of the morals of
the master of creation, our noble Messenger
Mohammad (PBUH). He was known in pre-ls-
lamic times for his morals, and the Holy Qur’an
emphasized that, indicating that if he (PBUH)
neglected any of that, his enemies would have
left him, and no one had followed him.

He stated that remmnants of the pre-lslamic
Hanafi religion and common sense do not ac-
cept actions that are contrary to morals, and
they are sources to which the healthy person
belongs in his identity. They are considered
a common destiny among humans, and their
nature does not accept shameful actions, and
what religion proves upon them is through
morals that he is commanded to comply with
in the life of a Muslim.

His Eminence gave a number of intuitive exam-
ples to the students from his practices in ac-
ademic life and their legitimate demands that
they make for the honor of their base and legit-
imacy. lf they were not covered by these mor-
als, there would not be a just and right demand
based on morals. His Eminence addressed
technical and technological progress and the
boom in social media programs;

what are its secrets and facts? What are the
tragedies that some of those who indulged in
their desires suffered and the results that led
to them?

He also warned that shameful acts require
non-disclosure, while the opposite requires
bragging and declaring them, which also ap-
plies to ethics and its foundations in dealing
with modern means and technology.

This was followed by an exchange of questions
between the audience and the Sheikh, the top-
ics of which revolved around morals and nor-
mal practices on the university campus and
what the students and teachers should do re-
garding this important element in the student’s
personality. At the end of the meeting, His Em-
inence the Sheikh directed his supplications
for the besieged people of Gaza.

It is
worth noting that the A'Shargiyah University
veterinary medicine program is the first inde-
pendent program in the Sultanate, with a study
period of five years in which graduates obtain
a bachelor’s degree in veterinary medicine and
surgery. Students study many courses to cover
158 credit hours, which increases and deepens
their knowledge of this specialty and conduct a
large number of experiments in scientific labo-
ratories..
