He noted that the importance of the
conference appears in its legal and legislative treatment
of the most important emerging issues sweeping the
world in terms of epidemics and economic crises, and the
rapid development in technology and artificial intelli-
gence, which entails the need for speedy completion of
cases and providing alternative means of solving domes-
tic and international disputes. This is what the Sultanate
seeks through the Oman Vision 2040 goals to achieve leg-
islative and judicial security, which is considered one of
the most important basic pillars for achieving sustainable
development in Oman.” The conference included the pre-
sentation of three main worksheets. In the first paper by
HE Dr. Abdullah Al Saidi, Minister of Justice and Legal Af-
fairs, he also addressed the importance of the conference
through the role played by higher education institutions
in Oman in the sustainable development process and
promoting science, scientific research and innovation val-
ues. Dr. Surour Talbi, Head of the Generation Scientific
Research Center, spoke in the second paper about “The
challenges facing Arab women under the sustainable de-
velopment plan,” while the third paper was by Dr. Hilal Al
Alawi, who addressed “the impact of using Al in the bank-
ing sector.”. The two-day conference included the presen-
tation of “77” scientific worksheets, with the participation
of a number of specialists in law, and a number of aca-
demics from governmental and private higher education
institutions within and outside Oman, through four main
themes, during which the first theme addressed “Tech-
nology and its role in developing the judicial system” The
second theme deals with “specialization in legislation
and judiciary fields,” the third with “Alternative means
and their role in local and international disputes,” and the
fourth with “legislative and judicial security and their role
in achieving sustainable development.’. The opening cer-
emony was sponsored by HE Dr. Abdullah Al Saidi in the
presence of a number of honourees, the State Council
members, and members of the university’s Board of Trust-
ees and Academics.
